Cheerleader Constitution / Contract

THE CHEELEADING RULES – that you live by….

PURPOSE:  It shall be the purpose of this organization to promote and uphold school spirit, to develop good sportsmanship among students, to support athletic programs and to promote positive recognition in the community (competitions, community service, special events and fundraisers) and develop relationships between schools during athletic events.  The organization’s goal is to work in harmony with the administration, faculty, band, athletic teams and other school organizations. 

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES:

A. Cheerleaders are responsible for school activity fee and uniform rental.

B. Cheerleaders are responsible for the purchase of shoes, socks,  camp wear, warm ups,  rain and snow gear  and hair ribbons. (cost dependent on what you need)
C. Members shall pay for physical exam.

D. All financial obligations are to be fulfilled on time.

E. Camp (July  19, 24-25 varsity) (July 20  JV..  mandatory)

F. Choreography, Routine (stunting and tumbling instruction) June –February
G. Music 
H. Cheerleaders are responsible for competition expenses (registration and travel expense). 
FUNDRAISING

A. Fundraising projects will be available almost every month throughout the year.   

B. All fundraising ideas must be presented to the coach and approved by the board of education and principal before taking place.
TRANSPORTATION

A. Cheerleaders will cheer all home games and away district games (Conner, Cooper and Ryle).  In the event of a special circumstance or situation we do cheer an away game you will be responsible for transportation.

B. You will be responsible for transportation to all competitions.

ATTENDANCE
A.  All practices, games and competitions are mandatory.  Only a doctor’s or funeral note will be excused, we will work the best with all stars as it is improving your cheerleading skills and some school events.  Work is not excused.
· Unexcused and No Call No Show  - could result in dismissal from the team.
B. As coaches we will do our best to inform you of any schedule change.  Please keep in mind that all schedules are subject to change. Schedule changes are still mandatory.

C. Coaches must be aware when you are not at school or have left early due to illness. A parent must email the appropriate coach at least one hour before practice. Excused with Doctor Note only.

D. If you are late to a game and miss warm up you will sit out the first quarter.

E. If you are unexcused from a game you will sit out with the coach the next game (in full uniform).  

F.  You should use time before July 15th for your vacation if it does not fall in the dead period June 24-July 9.  
PRACTICES AND GAMES
.
A. Uniforms and warm-ups are to be only worn at spirit days, games, exhibitions and competitions.  Uniforms must always look neat and clean.

B. A cheerleader may not miss, arrive late or leave early the practice before a game or performance.  If this occurs they will not participate but must attend the game or performance.

C.  When school is canceled for weather and a game is scheduled, you will still be responsible to cheer unless the game or practice is canceled.

D. If a cheerleader is injured and cannot participate he /she are still required to attend all practices and performances and dress out.
E. Cheerleaders must be present for at least 2 periods to cheer or practice that day

F.  Cheerleaders must return from halftime at all games with one minute on the clock.
G. Practices are closed.  Only cheerleaders and coaches.

H. No talking on the phone or texting during practice (phones should be off)

I. Jeopardizing the safety of oneself or any other member is grounds for disciplinary action or dismissal
EXPECTED BEHAVIORS

A. Rebel cheerleaders are expected to maintain and uphold the reputation of the cheerleaders through their own conduct in and outside of class.

B. Cheerleaders are not permitted to have inappropriate photos, posts, memos, bulletins, etc..  on any social media  (but not limited) 

C. Rebel cheerleaders are expected to comply with guidelines of school attendance policy and rules.

Cheerleaders who fail to promote team unity or disrespect their coach (Challenging the authority of the coach or person in charge, by competitor or parent) will be warned and then dismissed. .  
D. Disrespect toward teammate, coach or fan will be warned and then dismissed.
RULES
A. Cheerleaders will turn in a grade sheet weekly even if you are injured.
B. Members must maintain a 2.0 “C” GPA and be passing 3 of 4 classes.

C. Cheerleaders will turn money in on the date due or a payment plan signed by parent or guardian.

D. The coach has the right to discipline a cheerleader in a situation, which was not covered in this constitution or demerit document.

E. The coach has the right to make changes deemed necessary to any part of this constitution.

I have read the summer schedule and understand that attendance is very important.  I understand that I must notify my coach in the event of an absence and the only excuse is a funeral or doctor note.  I understand if I am absent and it is unexcused I will be replaced by an alternate for that practice and if my absence becomes excessive I can be replaced.
